Matriarch celebrates 106th birthday

The Apopka Commu-
nity Redevelopment Agen-
cy (CRA) fiscal year 2025 
budget remains the same 
except for two major chang-
es to two projects, the city 
wayfinding signs program 
and the community-orient-
ed policing program for the 
downtown area. 

The fiscal year 2024 
budget is currently at 
$1,449,201. 

The CRA Board con-
vened on Wednesday, July 
17, at Apopka City Hall 
Council Chambers. No mo-
tion was taken to vote. 

The city wayfinding 
signs were budgeted for 
FY2025 for $65,000; the 
budget was $100,000 for 
FY2024. The difference is 
for the remaining costs of 
the signs’ footer installa-
tions. The city is working

with FastSigns on these 
installations, according to 
Bobby Howell, planning 
manager and interim CRA 
executive director. 

The wayfinding sign 
program consists of 10 
signs, which will get in-
stalled at various points in 
the CRA District such as 

the museum, Kit Land Nel-
son Park, and police and 
fire departments. 

The other major change 
to the FY2025 budget is the 

community oriented polic-
ing program, which will 
be budgeted at $125,000 in 
FY2025; it was $100,000 
in FY2024. The program is 

in the process of launching 
with the police department. 
Additional budgeted funds 
are in place to pay for ad-
ditional time for officers if 
necessary. 

Other CRA projects in 
the works are the Down-
town Apopka Trail, which 
is still out for bid and man-
aged by city recreation di-
rector Radley Williams; and 
the skate park/pump track, 
which will be constructed 
near the Fran Carlton Cen-
ter. 

The CRA budget ap-
proval meeting is currently 
scheduled for Wednesday, 
August 21, at 6 p. m., in the 
Apopka City Hall Council 
Chambers. 

The CRA Redevelop-
ment Trust Fund, estab-
lished by Ordinance No. 
783 on June 16, 1993, uses 
Tax Increment Funding

North Orange Branch Library temporarily closed

Orange County Library 
System (OCLS) has tempo-
rarily closed its North Or-
ange Branch Library due to 
the building’s high humidi-
ty and water intrusion that’s 
causing a musty smell at the 
branch. 

Closed since Tuesday, 
July 16, OCLS has no es-
tablished reopen date at 
this time for the branch lo-
cated at 1211 E. Semoran 
Blvd., Apopka. Meanwhile, 
OCLS brought in a consul-
tant to remediate the prob-
lem in the building. 

“At this point in time, 
I don’t know (when the 

branch will reopen). I can 
look a little further once 
consultant does work, but at 
this time they’ll have to pull 
up the carpet. so, it’ll take 
time to get done,” said Erin 
Sullivan, OCLS spokes-
woman.  

Information from 
the OCLS website about 
the North Orange Branch 
temporary closing states, 
“While the consultant does 
not say that people cannot 
be in the building, we feel 
that being overly cautious 
and closing to address the 
issues is the best course of 
action.”

City: Ordinances for energy choice initiative became nationwide
after the fact. The absence 
of natural gas in a develop-
ment takes away the citi-
zens’ and residents’ choice 
to benefit from the energy 
source that best supports 
their lifestyle.”

Earlier this year, the 
LANGD Board of Di-
rectors approved energy 
choice initiative ordinanc-
es for presentation to cit-
ies of Apopka, Winter Gar-
den, and Clemont. Winter 
Garden and Clermont will 
be presented the same or-
dinance, said Brent Hay-
wood, general manager/
CEO of LANGD. 

Ordinances upholding 
energy choice for home-
owners have become more 
commonplace across the 
nation, Haywood said. He 
himself has collaborated 
with multiple municipal-
ities on it, the closest to 
Apopka being Leesburg.

“Well, I just think it’ll 
be nice that we are able to 
give our residents an op-
tion whether they want to 
have electric or whether 
they want to have gas,” said 

City Commissioner Alex-
ander Smith, who is also 
a LANGD board member. 
“So, by allowing this ordi-
nance to pass, it would give 
our residents that option. 
And a lot of the residents 
would like gas, especially 
for cooking. So, I think it’s 
a good ordinance.” 

Apopka Resident Al-
bert McKimmie agreed 
with Smith on his point 
about people having the op-
tion of electricity or gas as 
an energy source. However, 
McKimmie doesn’t like the 
idea of monopolies. 

“When you make an 
ordinance to put in gas 
lines, firstly, I want to know 
who’s paid for it. Is it the 
developer that’s paid for 
the gas lines or is it Lake 
Apopka that’s paying for 
the natural gas lines? In ef-
fect, if it’s Lake Apopka 
that’s paying for the gas 
lines, what you are propos-
ing is setting up a monopo-
ly because it means that lat-
er on, no other gas compa-
ny whos’s decided to come 
in and compete with Lake 

Apopka could compete 
with them because it’s Lake 
Apopka gas lines,” McK-
immie said. 

McKimmie said he 
advocated for some time 
for the city of Apopka to 
offload Lake Apopka Natu-
ral Gas District. 

“I think that the mon-
ey that we could get from 
selling Lake Apopka Natu-
ral Gas would settle all the 
screw ups in the infrastruc-
ture that this mayor has 
contributed to,” McKimmie 
said. “We could certain-
ly still allow Lake Apopka 
Natural Gas to supply gas, 
but we should be looking 
at privatizing all our public 
utilities, and the money that 
comes from Lake Apopka 
Natural Gas’ sale could be 
used to do that.”

The Apopka City 
Council’s second reading 
and adoption of Ordinance 
No. 3070 is scheduled for 
Wednesday, August 7.

LANGD’s energy loss 
in its three parent cities was 
about $35.9 million per 
year because natural gas 

hadn’t been utilized in the 
majority of the homes.

The Energy Informa-
tion Administration report 
from the Department of 
Energy states that this past 
winter’s heating cost was 
an estimated $67.3 billion, 
with natural gas in the mix; 
if there was a full electri-
fication, it would be $204 
billion for heating costs just 
for a single winter.

The electrification 
movement proposes the 
move to an all-electric, sin-
gle-source model that elim-
inates the use of natural gas 
and natural gas products. A 
single-source energy mod-
el would eliminate compe-
tition, thus allowing elec-
tric companies to monop-
olize the energy landscape 
and deprive consumers’ 
right to choose their ener-
gy source, Haywood said at 
the LANGD Board of Di-
rectors March 25 meeting.

Electrification lives 
on the misconception that 
electricity is equivalent to

	 On Friday morning of a week ago, 
computer systems around the world 
crashed. Airlines, hospitals and banking 
were immediately thrown back to the curse 
of pencil and paper of which they had none 
or did not know how to use it. 
	 The reason for the crash was reported 
to have been because of the downloading 
of an update into the computer software. 
	 Regardless of the reason, we were re-
minded of how vulnerable the world is to 

computers, the internet and electricity.
	 When we consider the many eventu-
alities that can interrupt the information 
flow, the repercussions become horrifying. 
	  We have experienced problems in our 
area with internet and phone service. We 
also use an antenna for local TV channels 
and the reception has not been particular-
ly good. I suspicioned the solar flares that 
generated the aurora borealis.
	 It was also possible atmospheric con-
ditions or even maintenance on a transmit-
ting device could have been responsible.

Reason for crash of computer software was given as a downloaded update
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natural gas in affordability, depend-
ability and cleanliness, Haywood ex-
plained. 

In June 2021, Florida House 
Bill 919, which Governor Ron De-
Santis signed into law effective July 
2021, prevents local governments 
from banning fuel sources and pro-

tects the rights of those who current-
ly have the choice to use natural gas. 
However, that didn’t stop developers 
– mostly outside the area – from tak-
ing it upon themselves to deny home-
owners energy choice, Haywood said. 

According to the American 
Public Gas Association, families are 
losing more than $1,000 per year in 
energy cost without a choice. 

Families in LANGD’s parent 
cities are losing more than $35.9 mil-
lion per year as a result of natural gas 
not being used or whereas it is not a 
choice. This number was based on the 
data collected from the 2020 Census 
data combined with LANGD’s ser-
vice territory data.

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July 18
1947 - President Har-

ry Truman signed an Ex-
ecutive Order determining 
the line of succession if the 
president becomes incapac-
itated or dies in office. Fol-
lowing the vice president, 
the speaker of the house 
and president of the Senate 
are next in succession. This 
became the 25th Amend-
ment to the U.S. Constitu-
tion, ratified on February 
10, 1967.

Birthday(s) - Ameri-
can politician Samuel Hay-
akawa (1906-1992) was 
born in Vancouver, British 
Columbia. He is remem-
bered as the college presi-
dent who climbed atop a 
sound truck at San Fran-
cisco State College in 1968 
during student protests, 
then disconnected the wires 
thus silencing the demon-
strators. This made him 
popular among conserva-
tives including California 
Gov. Ronald Reagan. Hay-
akawa became a Republi-
can and was elected in 1976 
to the U.S. Senate, serv-
ing just one term. In 1986, 
he led the successful Cali-
fornia initiative to declare 
English the state’s official 

language.
- Nelson Mandela was 

born the son of a Tembu 
tribal chieftain on July 18, 
1918, at Qunu, near Umta-
ta, in South Africa. He be-
came a lawyer, joined the 
African National Congress 
(ANC) in 1944, eventually 
becoming deputy national 
president in 1952. In 1964, 
he was convicted for sabo-
tage as a result of his par-
ticipation in the struggle 
against apartheid.

This battle marked 
the first use of black Union 
troops in the war.

Birthday - French im-

born in Paris. Best known 
for his paintings of dancers 
in motion.
July 20 

1715 - The Riot Act 
took effect in Britain. If 
a dozen or more persons 
were disturbing the peace, 
an authority was required 
to command silence and 
read the following, “Our 
sovereign Lord the King 
chargeth and comman-
deth all persons, being as-
sembled, immediately to 
disperse themselves, and 
peaceably to depart to their 
habitations, or to their law-
ful business, upon the pains 
contained in the act made 
in the first year of King 
George, for preventing tu-
mults and riotous assem-
blies. God save the king.” 
Any persons who failed to 
obey within one hour were 
to be arrested.

1954 - An agreement 
was signed in Geneva, 
Switzerland, ending hostili-
ties between French forces 
in Vietnam and the People’s 
Army of Vietnam.

1969 - A global au-
dience watched on tele-
vision as Apollo 11 As-
tronaut Neil Armstrong 
took his first step onto the 
moon. As he stepped onto 
the moon’s surface he pro-
claimed, “That’s one small 
step for man, one giant leap 
for mankind” - inadvertent-
ly omitting an “a” before 
“man” and slightly chang-
ing the meaning.

Birthday - Explorer 
Edmund Hillary was born 
in Auckland, New Zealand, 
July 20, 1919. In 1953, 
he became first to ascend 
Mount Everest, the high-
est mountain in the world at 
29,023 ft.

July 21
1898 - Guam was ced-

ed to the United States by 
Spain.

Birthday(s) - Ernest 
Hemingway (1899-1961) 
was born in Oak Park, Il-
linois. His works included; 
The Sun Also Rises (1926), 
A Farewell to Arms (1929), 
For Whom the Bell Tolls 
(1940) and The Old Man 
and the Sea (1952). Award-
ed the Nobel Prize in 1954, 
he wrote little afterward, 
became ill and shot himself 
to death on July 2, 1961.

- University professor 
and author Marshall McLu-
han (1911-1980) was born 
in Edmonton, Alberta, Can-
ada. Best known for stat-
ing, “The medium is the 

message,” regarding mod-
ern mass communication.

July 22
1934 - Bank robber 

John Dillinger (1902-1934) 
was shot and killed by FBI 
agents as he left Chicago’s 
Biograph Movie Theat-
er after watching the film 
Manhattan Melodrama 
starring Clark Gable and 
Myrna Loy. Dillinger was 
the first criminal labeled 
by the FBI as “Public En-
emy No. 1.” After spend-
ing nine years (1924-1933) 
in prison, Dillinger went 
on a deadly crime spree, 
traveling through the states 
of Indiana, Illinois, Ohio, 
Wisconsin, Minnesota and 
Iowa. He was reportedly 
betrayed by the “Lady in 
Red.”

July 23
1952 - Egyptian army 

officers launched a revolu-
tion changing Egypt from a 
monarchy to a republic.

July 24
1943 - During World 

War II in Europe, the Roy-
al Air Force conducted Op-
eration Gomorrah, raid-
ing Hamburg, while toss-
ing bales of aluminum foil 
strips overboard to cause 
German radar screens to 
see a blizzard of false ech-
oes. As a result, only twelve 
of 791 Allied bombers in-
volved were shot down.

1945 - At the conclu-
sion of the Potsdam Con-
ference in Germany, Win-
ston Churchill, Harry Tru-
man and China’s repre-
sentatives issued a demand 
for unconditional Japanese 
surrender. The Japanese, 
unaware the demand was 
backed up by an Atomic 
bomb, rejected the Potsdam 
Declaration on July 26.

Birthday(s) - “The 
Liberator” Simon Bolivar 
(1783-1830) was born in 
Caracas, Venezuela. He is 
known as the George Wash-
ington of South America 
for his efforts to liberate 
six nations: Venezuela, Co-
lombia, Panama, Ecuador, 
Peru, and Bolivia from the 
rule of Spain.

- French playwright 
and novelist Alexandre Du-
mas (1802-1870) was born 
in Villers-Cotterets, France. 
His works included The 
Count of Monte Cristo and 
The Three Musketeers.

- American pilot Ame-
lia Earhart (1898-1937) 
was born in Atchison, Kan-
sas. She became the first 
woman to fly solo across 
the Atlantic and to fly solo 
from Hawaii to California. 
She perished during a flight 
from New Guinea to How-
land Island over the Pacific 
Ocean on July 3, 1937.

July 25
1898 - During the 

Spanish-American War, the 
U.S. invaded Puerto Rico, 
which was then a Spanish 
colony. In 1917, Puerto Ri-
cans became American cit-

izens and Puerto Rico be-
came an unincorporated 
territory of the U.S. Par-
tial self-government was 
granted in 1947 allowing 
citizens to elect their own 
governor. In 1951, Puer-
to Ricans wrote their own 
constitution and elected a 
non-voting commissioner 
to represent them in Wash-
ington.

1909 - The world’s first 
international overseas air-
plane flight was achieved 
by Louis Bleriot in a small 
monoplane. After asking, 
“Where is England?” he 
took off from France and 
landed in England near Do-
ver, where he was greeted 
by British police.

1943 - Mussolini was 
deposed just two weeks af-
ter the Allied attack on Sici-
ly. The Fascist Grand Coun-
cil met for the first time 
since December of 1939 
then took a confidence vote 
resulting in Mussolini be-
ing ousted from office and 
placed under arrest. King 
Victor Emmanuel of Italy 
then ordered Marshal Piet-
ro Badoglio to form a new 
government.

1956 - The Italian lux-
ury liner Andrea Doria sank 
after colliding with the 
Swedish liner Stockholm 
on its way to New York. 
Nearby ships came to the 
rescue, saving 1,634 peo-
ple, including the captain 
and the crew, before the 
ship went down.

July 26
1944 - The U.S. Army 

began desegregating its 
training camp facilities. 
Black platoons were then 
assigned to white compa-
nies in a first step toward 
battlefield integration. 
However, the official order 
integrating the armed forc-
es didn’t come until July 
26, 1948, signed by Presi-
dent Harry Truman.

1945 - The U.S. Cruis-
er Indianapolis arrived at 
Tinian Island in the Mari-
anas with an unassembled 
Atomic bomb, met by sci-
entists ready to complete 
the assembly.

1953 - The begin-
ning of Fidel Castro’s rev-
olutionary “26th of July 
Movement.” In 1959, Cas-
tro led the rebellion that 
drove out dictator Fulgen-
cio Batista. Although he 
once declared that Cuba 
would never again be ruled 
by a dictator, Castro’s gov-
ernment became a Commu-
nist dictatorship.

Birthday - Irish play-
wright George Bernard 
Shaw (1856-1950) was 
born in Dublin, Ireland.

July 27
1953 - The Korean 

War ended with the signing 
of an armistice by U.S. and 
North Korean delegates at 
Panmunjom, Korea. The 
war had lasted just over 
three years.

July 28

1932 - The Bonus 
March eviction in Wash-
ington, D.C., occurred as 
U.S. Army troops under 
the command of General 
Douglas MacArthur, Ma-
jor Dwight D. Eisenhower 
and Major George S. Pat-
ton, attacked and burned 
the encampments of unem-
ployed World War I veter-
ans. About 15,000 veter-
ans had marched on Wash-
ington, demanding pay-
ment of a war bonus they 
had been promised. After 
two months’ encampment 
in Washington’s Anacostia 
Flats, forced eviction of the 
bonus marchers by the U.S. 
Army was ordered by Pres-
ident Herbert Hoover.

1943 - During World 
War II, a firestorm killed 
42,000 civilians in Ham-
burg, Germany. The fire-
storm occurred after 2,326 
tons of bombs and incendi-
aries were dropped by the 
Allies.

Birthday - Jackie 
Kennedy (1929-1994) was 
born in Southampton, New 
York (as Jacqueline Lee 
Bouvier). She was married 
to John Fitzgerald Kenne-
dy and after his death lat-
er married Greek shipping 
magnate Aristotle Onassis.

July 29
Birthday - Benito 

Mussolini (1883-1945) was 
born in Dovia, Italy. He 
ruled Italy from 1922-1943, 
first as prime minister and 
then as “Il Duce,” the abso-
lute dictator.

July 30
1975 - Former Team-

sters Union leader James 
Hoffa was last seen outside 
a restaurant near Detroit, 
Michigan. His 13-year fed-
eral prison sentence had 
been commuted by Pres-
ident Richard M. Nixon 
in 1971. On December 8, 
1982, seven years after his 
disappearance, an Oak-
land County judge declared 
Hoffa officially dead.

Birthday - Automo-
tive pioneer Henry Ford 
(1863-1947) was born in 
Dearborn Township, Mich-
igan. He developed an as-
sembly-line production 
system and introduced a 
$5-a-day wage for automo-
tive workers. “History is 
bunk,” he once said.

July 31
1776 - During the 

American Revolution, 
Francis Salvador became 
the first Jew to die in the 
conflict. He had also been 
the first Jew elected to of-
fice in Colonial Ameri-
ca, voted a member of the 
South Carolina Provincial 
Congress in January 1775.

1790 - The U.S. Pat-
ent Office first opened its 
doors. The first U.S. patent 
was issued to Samuel Hop-
kins of Vermont for a new 
method of making pearlash 
and potash. The patent was 
signed by George Washing-
ton and Thomas Jefferson.

	 The Apopka Historical Society 
shares their recipe for Potatoes Italian 
in Preserving the Big Potato. We thank 
those wonderful folks for all the good 
work they do for our community.
	 Eggplant Casserole is from Vera 
Lester in What’s Cookin’? Here is a dif-
ferent way to prepare eggplant. It looks 
pretty good, and it’s simple. It doesn’t 
take long to fix, either. Mrs. Lester and 
her husband, Bud, happened to be 
neighbors of mine. I really miss them 
and their tales of old-time Apopka since 
their passing several years ago.
	 Marinara Sauce is used for so many 
different dishes, the primary one in my 
mind being the basis for good old spa-
ghetti and meat sauce or meat balls. 
Here is one for Classic Marinara Sauce 
from Lidia Bastianich, adapted by Ju-
lia Moskin at cooking.nytimes.com. 
Moskin says, “Homemade marinara is 
almost as fast and tastes immeasur-
ably better than even the best super-
market sauce – and it’s made with ba-
sic pantry ingredients. All the tricks to 
a bright red, lively-tasting sauce, made 
just as it is in the south of Italy (no but-
ter, no onions) are in this recipe. Use a 
skillet instead of the usual sauce pan; 
the water evaporates quickly, so the 
tomatoes are just cooked through as 
the sauce becomes thick.” The recipe 
yields 3-1/2 cups, enough for 1 pound 
of pasta. Time is 25 minutes. Note: A 
suggestion from reader Jamadan says, 
“I suggest avoiding a cast iron skillet. 
The acidic tomatoes can pull a metallic 
taste into the sauce.” And Stephanie, 
also a reader, said, “I am Italian and 
this is so right!”
	 We have John Truby’s recipe for 
She-Crab Soup from A Taste of Heav-
en, published by First Presbyterian 
Church of Punta Gorda. This looks like 
a lovely treat for crab lovers.
	 Melinda Stokes Allanson’s Greek 
Chicken Salad looks wonderfully re-
freshing and change-of-pace.

	 Darlene Warth contributed her 
recipe for Lemonade Pie to A Taste 
of Heaven from First Presbyterian 
Church of Punta Gorda. It looks to be 
pretty simple, as it calls for five ingredi-
ents, none of which you have to cook.

What are the requirements for Florida public school 
kindergarten admission?
Does compulsory school attendance apply to 
 Prekindergarten (VPK)?
	 No. Florida’s Voluntary Prekindergarten (VPK) Program 
has a separate set of enrollment and attendance requirements, 
which are not included under the authority of public K-12 compul-
sory school attendance laws. VPK is the result of a 2002 consti-
tutional amendment, which required a voluntary prekindergarten 
program for all four-year-old children in Florida by fall 2005. In 
January 2005, Governor Bush signed a VPK Program bill into law 
designed to prepare four-year-olds for successful entry into kin-
dergarten. The law allows a parent to voluntarily enroll an eligi-
ble child (four years old by September 1 and residing in Florida) 
in a free VPK program beginning in August or September of the 
2005-2006 school year. The first summer VPK program will be of-
fered in 2006. For information regarding registration and VPK Pro-
grams in your area, please visit Florida’s Voluntary Prekindergarten 
(VPK) Program website at http://www.floridaearlylearning.com/.

What are the requirements for Florida public school kinder-
garten admission?
Does Florida law specify an age requirement for admission into 
a public school first grade?
	 No. However, Florida law does specify that all children 
who have attained the age of six years or who will have attained 
the age of six years by February 1 of any school year are required 
to attend school regularly during the entire school term. (Section 
1003.21(1)(a)1, Florida Statutes). Although Florida law does not 
provide a specific age requirement for enrollment to public first 
grade, the provisions of Florida law related to kindergarten admis-
sion and student progression dictate that first grade enrollment be 
limited to (1) students who turn six years old on or before Sep-
tember 1 who have successfully completed kindergarten; and (2) 
out-of-state students who turn six years old after September 1 who 
meet the age requirement for public kindergarten admission from 
the transferring state, and who have successfully completed kinder-
garten.

Can a child whose birth date is after September 1 who has 
completed a Florida nonpublic school kindergarten program 
be admitted into a Florida public school first grade?
	 No. A child who has satisfactorily completed the require-
ments for a nonpublic kindergarten from which the district accepts 
transfer of academic credit, but who does not turn six on or before 
September 1 of the school year, would be admitted into kinder-
garten and progress according to the district’s student progression 
plan. (Section 1003.21(1)(b), Florida Statutes). We recommend that 
the parent(s) contact the director of elementary education at the lo-
cal school district to address concerns regarding progression and 
available curricula
