The Birth of John 
the Baptist
	 When i t  was 
time for Elizabeth 
to have her baby, she 
gave birth to a son. 
Her neighbors and 
relatives heard that 

the Lord had shown 
her great mercy, and 
they shared her joy.
	 On the eighth 
day they came to 
c i r c u m c i s e  t h e 
chi ld,  and they 
were going to name 
him after his father 
Zechariah, but his 
mother spoke up 
and said, “No! He is 
to be called John.”
	 They said to her, 
“There is no one 
among your rela-
tives who has that 
name.”
	 Then they made 
signs to his father, 
to find out what he 
would like to name 
the child. He asked 
for a writing tablet, 
and to everyone’s 
astonishment he 
wrote, “His name 
is John.” Imme-
diately his mouth 
was opened and his 
tongue was loosed, 
and he began to 
speak ,  p r a i s ing 
God. The neighbors 
were all filled with 
awe, and through-
out the hill coun-
try of Judea people 
were talking about 
all these things. 
	 Everyone who 
heard this won-
dered about it, ask-
ing, “What then is 
this child going to 
be?” For the Lord’s

	 His father Zech-
ariah was filled with 
the Holy Spirit and 
prophesied:

to our father Abra-
ham: to rescue us 
from the hand of 
our enemies, and to 
enable us to serve 
him without fear in 
holiness and righ-
teousness before 
him all our days.
	 And you, my 
child, will be called 
a prophet of the 
Most High; for you 
will go on before 
the Lord to prepare 

the way for him, to 
give his people the 
knowledge of sal-
vation through the 
forgiveness of their 
sins, because of the 
tender mercy of our 
God, by which the 
rising sun will come 
to us from heaven 
to shine on those 
living in darkness 
and in the shadow 
of death, to guide 
our feet into the 
path of peace.”
	 And the child 
grew and became 
strong in spirit, 
and he lived in the 
desert until he ap-
peared publicly to 
Israel.

The Birth of Jesus
	 In those days 
Caesar Augustus is-
sued a decree that 
a census should be 
taken of the entire 
Roman world. (This 
was the first cen-
sus that took place 
while Quirinius was 
governor of Syria.) 
And everyone went 
to his own town to 
register.
	 So Joseph also 
went up from the 
town of Nazareth 
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He has come and has redeemed his people.

Herod heard this he 
was disturbed, and 
all Jerusalem with 
him. When he had 
called together all 
the people’s chief 
priests and teach-
ers of the law, he 
asked them where 
the Christ was to 
be born. In Bethle-
hem in Judea, they 
replied, “for this is 
what the prophet 
has written:
	 “But you, Beth-
lehem, in the land 
of Judah, are by no 
means least among 
the rulers of Judah; 
for out of you will 

come a ruler who 
will be the shepherd 
of my people Isra-
el.”
	 T h e n  He ro d 
called the Magi se-
cretly and found 
out from them the 
exact time the star 
had appeared. He 
sent them to Beth-
lehem and said, “Go 
and make a careful 
search for the child. 
As soon as you find 
him, report to me, 
so that I too may go 
and worship him.”
	 After they had 
heard the king, they 
went on their way, 
and the star they 
had seen in the east 
went ahead of them 

until it stopped over 
the place where the 
child was. When 
they saw the star, 
they were overjoyed. 
	 On coming to 
the house, they saw 
the child with his 
mother Mary, and 
they bowed down 
and worshiped him.

The Escape to 
Egypt
	 When they (the 
Magi) had gone, an 
angel of the Lord 
appeared to Joseph 
in a dream. “Get 
up,” he said, “take 
the child and his 
mother and escape 
to Egypt. Stay there 
until I tell you, for 
Herod is going to 
search for the child 
to kill him.”
	 So he got up, 
took the child and 
his mother during 
the night and left 
for Egypt, where 
he stayed until the 
death of Herod. 
And so was fulfilled 
what the Lord had 
said through the 

prophet: “Out of 
Egypt I called my 
son.”
	 When Herod re-
alized that he had 
been outwitted by 
the Magi, he was 
furious, and he gave 
orders to kill all the 
boys in Bethlehem 
and its vicinity who 
were two years old 
and under, in accor-
dance with the time 
he had learned from 
the Magi.

Jesus Presented in 
the Temple
	 On the eighth 
day, when it was 
time to circumcise 
him, he was named 
Jesus, the name the 
angel had given him 
before he had been 
conceived.
	 When the time 
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On coming to the house, they saw the child with his 
mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshipped him
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of their purification 
according to the 
Law of Moses had 
been completed, 
Joseph and Mary 
took him to Jerusa-
lem to present him 
to the Lord (as it is 
written in the Law 
of the Lord, “Every 
firstborn male is to 
be consecrated to 
the Lord”) and to 
offer a sacrifice in 
keeping with what 
is said in the Law of 
the Lord: “a pair of 
doves or two young 
pigeons.”
	 Now there was 
a man in Jerusa-
lem called Simeon, 
who was righteous 
and devout. He was 
waiting for the con-
solation of Israel, 
and the Holy Spir-
it was upon him. It 

had been revealed 
to him by the Holy 
Spirit that he would 
not die before he 
had seen the Lord’s 
Christ. Moved by 
the Spirit, he went 
into the temple 
courts. 
	 When the par-
ents brought in the 
child Jesus to do 
for him what the 
custom of the Law 
required,  Sime-
on took him in his 
arms and praised 
God, saying:
	 “Sovereign Lord, 
as you have prom-
ised, you now dis-
miss your servant in 
peace. For my eyes 
have seen your sal-
vation, which you 
have prepared in 
the sight of all peo-
ple, a light for rev-

elation to the Gen-
tiles and for glory to 
your people Israel.”
	 The child’s fa-
ther and mother 
marveled at what 
was  s a id  about 
him. Then Simeon 
blessed them and 
said to Mary, his 
mother: “This child 
is destined to cause 
the falling and ris-
ing of many in Isra-
el, and to be a sign 
that will be spoken 
against, so that the 
thoughts of many 
hearts will be re-
vealed. And a sword 
will pierce your own 
soul too.”
	 There was also a 
prophetess, Anna, 
the daughter of Pha-
nuel, of the tribe of 
Asher. She was very 
old; she had lived 
with her husband 
seven years after her 
marriage, and then 
was a widow un-
til she was eighty-

four. She never left 
the temple but wor-
shiped night and 
day, fasting and 
praying. 
	 Coming up to 
them at that very 
moment, she gave 
thanks to God and 
spoke about the 
child to all who were 
looking forward to 
the redemption of 
Jerusalem.
	 When Joseph 
and Mary had done 
everything required 
by the Law of the 
Lord, they returned 
to Galilee to their 
own town of Naza-
reth. 
	 And the child 
grew and became 
strong; he was filled 
with wisdom, and 
the grace of God 
was upon him.
