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A new age of h1gh school sports: A look inside FHSAA NIL

Well, ’'m sure you
have heard about it by now,
but the Florida High School
Athletic Association (FH-
SAA) unanimously passed
the Name Image and Like-
ness (NIL) for High School
athletes. Some are happy,
and some are appalled, but
there is a lot to know about
FHSAA NIL before making
any judgments on it.

First off NIL is not for
sure yet. I know it’s con-
fusing when you read ev-
erywhere that it has been
passed and to prepare for
the best and worst, but this
still has to be ratified by
Florida’s State Board of
Education. The Board will
vote on the proposition at
their next board meeting.
Without its approval NIL,
will not be a factor, at least
not this upcoming school
year.

But let’s assume it
passes. What does it look
like? Well, Florida would
be the 37th state to approve
NIL in the nation for high
school athletes. Now, of
course, this wave of NIL in
high schools was only pos-
sible because of the huge
NIL movement in college
sports.

How did that start?

To keep it short and sim-
ple, in 2015 the NCAA lost
its appeal in a case over
the NCAA’s amateurism
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rules. The court decided
that these restrictions for
college athletes (being re-
stricted from any compen-
sation based on their ability
to play or merchandising)
were an unlawful restraint.
In 2019, California became
the first state to pass NIL
leglslatlon and prohibit-

ed the NCAA, and any of
its member schools, from
punishing student-athletes
who would earn compensa-
tion from NIL deals. Short-
ly after that — the flood-
gates opened.

In 2020, Florida,
along with a slew of other
states, passed laws allow-
ing for the monetization
of student-athletes’ names,
images, and likenesses.

In 2021, the NCAA’s ap-
peal to the Supreme Court
was denied ending the le-
gal battle and finalizing the
decision made in the low-
er courts. That is, restrict-
ing a student-athlete from
collecting revenue from or
monetizing their name, im-
age, or likeness is illegal
and a violation of anti-trust
laws. With this, the NCAA

quickly made way to at-
tempt to standardize and
somewhat regulate a new
age of college athletics.

Some of the perceived
problems with NIL stem
from the idea of a kid earn-
ing more money than most
high-end careers do in a
year, in one meeting before
the athletes’ season starts.
Now, obviously, not every
kid is making six figures
off their NIL deal in col-
lege. A very large percent-
age don’t.

But let’s get back to
Florida high school NIL.
Now the FHSAA may
have unanimously passed
NIL and worried a bunch
of people, but they didn’t
do so in haste. There are a
lot of rules and regulations
that restrict a high school

player’s ability to mone-
tize compared to a college
athlete.

FHSAA put out their
“approved language”
which is a PDF of FHSAA
bylaw 9.9 containing all
the rules and regulations
regarding NIL for Florida
student-athletes. This doc-
ument provides everything
you need to know about
what is and is not permit-
ted.

It’s funny because the
document does not start off
by defining what an NIL
agreement is — but I will.
As defined by FHSAA, “
An NIL agreement is a ful-
ly executed, written con-
tract that allows for stu-
dent-athletes to profit from
or be compensated for pro-
moting, partnering, and/

This week I got to
spend some time with the
Apopka Pop Warner foot-
ball program for their an-
nual off-season condition-
ing. I saw the grassroots of
Blue Darter football and
how we as a community
stay competitive year af-
ter year.

It starts from a young
age here in Apopka. Ath-
letics is engrained into our
community’s culture and
is a huge part of our his-
tory as a city. We are also
blessed with unbeliev-
able athletic talent regular-
ly, so it’s safe to say there
might be something in
the water here in Apopka.
But beyond pure athleti-
cism, Apopka sports has
always been about fami-
ly, hard work, and results.
This foundation and men-

tality does not just mani-
fest when a player joins
the high school program —
it begins much earlier than
that at the youth level.

Apopka Pop Warner’s
commissioner Ken Bryant
talked to me about the pro-
gram’s mission, and said
their main goal is to cre-
ate a safe and fun environ-
ment.

“As with any youth
sports organization, this
is about creating an envi-
ronment where the kids
feel safe. Also, we’re not
just teaching the game but
stressing competitiveness
while at the same time
keeping the game fun.”

Bryant also said a ma-
jor thing for him, and the
Pop Warner coaches, is
teaching the game the right
way, giving them proper
fundamentals, and setting
the kids up for success in
any endeavor.

On Monday, June 10, two Pop Warner players practice their route running and
their coverage as they switch places on offense and defense.

Apopka Pop Warner is the
foundation of Blue Darter football

“We’ve got a great
group here, that’s invested
in the kids - fully invest-
ed in them. And not just
with what we’re doing on
the football field and win-
ning games - but we want
these kids to win in life.
We want our coaches to
win and would like to cre-
ate an environment where
everybody feels safe, hap-
py, and we’re competing at
the same time.”

The Pop Warner age
range for Apopka goes
from seven years old to 14.
During conditioning, the
kids are started as a group
with endurance drills such
as laps and sprints. After
the group component is
finished and the kids are
warmed up and stretched
out, players are put into
groups separated by age
with one or two coaches

or representing product en-
dorsements and other activ-
ities as defined in FHSAA
Bylaw 9.9.”

The document does
start with “General Princi-
ples,” which states that to
compete in FHSAA athletic
events the student-athlete
has to be an amateur. They
then define an amateur as
“An amateur is one who
engages in athletic compe-
tition solely for the physi-
cal, mental, social, and
pleasure benefits derived
from the activity.”

The next paragraph
talks about what actions
can impact a student ath-
lete’s status as an ama-
teur. Those actions are “(a)
Competing for money or
other monetary compen-
sations; (b) Receiving any
award or prize of monetary
value which has not been
approved by the FHSAA;
(c) Capitalizing on athletic
fame or performance by re-
ceiving money or gifts of a
monetary nature; (d) Sign-
ing a professional play-
ing contract in any sport
or hiring a registered agent
to manage his/her athlet-
ic career, other than for
the purpose of advising on
NIL related matters; (e)
Competing under an as-
sumed name. (f) Accepting
a Name, Image, and Like-
ness (NIL) agreement that
does not adhere to FHSAA

Five teams will represent Apopka
Little League in all-star competition

When the calendar

turns to June, all-star com-
petition is also turned to by
the Little Leagues across
the nation.

Apopka Little League
was somewhat different
though. Rich tradition of
claiming  championships
had been established. This
year, the five teams rep-
resenting Apopka Little
League will attempt to re-
alize the previous glory and
prestige. For the first time
in over a decade, no team
representing Apopka Lit-
tle League claimed a dis-
trict championship and ad-
vanced last year.

There are three levels/
rounds of all-star play in
the state of Florida, district,
region and state. Apopka
is a member of District 14.
District 3, 14, 23 and 24
make up Region 5.

State champions then
advance to one of the na-
tional (USA) regional
championship tournaments.
The final level/round is the
Little League World Se-
ries, contested between
the national (USA) region-
al champions and interna-
tional regional champions.
Number of regions and size
of World Series fields dif-
fer from age group to age
group. However, the small-
est number is six and 10 the
largest.

This year’s District
14 championship tourna-
ments are being held at
Apopka’s (Northwest Rec-
reational ~ Complex-3710
Jason Dwelley Parkway,
Apopka), Dr.  Phillips’
(10496 Bissell Street, Or-
lando), Windermere’s (Bai-

ley Park-11974 Rober-
son Road, Winter Garden),
Ocoee’s (Bob Sorenson Fi
elds-1755 Adair Street, Oc
oce) and Winter Garden’s
(415 Park Avenue, Winter
Garden) Little League fa-
cilities. The district cham-
pionship tournaments are
scheduled during this and
next week as well.

All-star competi-
tion was kicked off with
the baseball 7-9 years age
group during the first week
of June. Pool Play with the
first and second place teams
meeting in a champion-
ship final was used. Apop-
ka compiled a 2-2 record.
However, only the district
championship is contested
for the age division.

Opening games of the
Baseball Senior tournament
were held on Monday, June
11.The other baseball teams
are divided into 8-10 years
(Minors), 10-12 (Majors)
and 13-14 (Juniors). One
softball team is represent-
ing Apopka Little league
this year, 10-12 (Majors).

Bylaw 9.9.”

When reading that for the first time, I thought to my-
self “Well, what are they allowed to do?” Well, it’s ac-
tually very limited and controlled, which is unlike the
NCAA NIL. What I mean by that is that the NCAA has
not been able to create uniform regulations and guide-
lines. Instead, NIL in the NCAA is decided by the rules
put in place by the student-athlete’s state which means
every state has a different set of rules.

Section 9.9.3 of the document talks about what is
permitted and it sounds a lot like what a student-athlete
was permitted to do before with slight changes.

“9.9.3 Permissible Awards, Gifts, or Other Compen-
sation. A student-athlete will not forfeit his/her amateur
status for accepting: (a) Symbolic awards such as school
letters, medals, trophies, plaques, pins, keys, or ribbons
of small monetary value purchased from an established
award company; (b) Rings, sweaters, jackets, or award
blankets if they are provided by the school which they
represent and do not exceed the value of the purchase
price from an established award company; (¢) Remu-
neration of “essential expenses” for any game in which a
student-athlete participates as a player; limited to meals,
lodging, and transportation; (d) A College scholarship of-
fer. () A Name, Image, And Likeness (NIL) agreement
as defined in FHSAA Bylaw 9.9.”

Now, the only real difference I see here between the
years before is the ability for student-athletes to be reim-
bursed for what FHSAA calls “essential expenses.” But
then I kept reading and learned they are entitled to a bit
more.

In section 9.9.4 the document states “Permissible
activities include, but are not limited to, commercial en-
dorsements, promotional activities, social media pres-
ence, product, or service advertisements.” Now this is
what people think of when they hear NIL. Sponsorships
and endorsements are the face of NIL, and it looks like
our high school athletes will be able to collect on those.
But with that, there are numerous regulations as well.

Sections 9.9.4.3 through 9.9.4.4 talk about what is
prohibited when dealing with NIL endorsements and
sponsorships. The biggest thing with these endorse-

ments or sponsorships is they cannot be affiliated with the
school of the student-athlete whatsoever.

“9.9.4.3 Use of Member School, FHSAA, or NFHS
Markings. Student-athletes are prohibited from making
any reference to and will not otherwise use or authorize
others to use the uniforms, logos, mascots, insignia, or
identifying marks of a member school, the FHSAA, the
NFHS, and/or any FHSAA, NFHS, or member school
event, game, or championship when engaging in any NIL
activity.” It goes on to say that with explicit permission
from “school, district or governing body of the school,
or Association,” that a student-athlete can get around the
rules in section 9.9.4.3.

Another thing prohibited is endorsing or promot-
ing “any third-party entities, goods, or services during
school/district-sponsored activities or FHSAA activities.”
There is also a list of types of products or services that
student-athletes are not allowed to be associated with.

“9.9.4.4 Prohibited NIL Engagements. Student-ath-
letes are prohibited from engaging in any NIL activities
involving the following categories of products and ser-
vices: (a) Adult entertainment products and services; (b)
Alcohol, tobacco, vaping, and nicotine products; (c) Can-
nabis products; (d) Controlled substances; (¢) Prescrip-
tion pharmaceuticals; (f) Gambling, including sports bet-
ting, the lottery, and betting in connection with video
games, on-line games, and mobile devices; (g) Weapons,
firearms, and ammunition; (h) Political or social activism;
and (i) NIL Collectives.”

The rest of the document outlines more things pro-
hibited by the FHSAA and their penalties if a school, pro-
gram, or student-athlete is found to be in violation of the
bylaws. Some of the highlights are that no school em-
ployee or representative “may form, direct, offer, pro-
vide, or otherwise engage in any activity outlined in FH-
SAA Bylaw 9.9.” This basically means that schools can-
not create or be involved in NIL deals. So, no. Schools
cannot pay players to play for their team. This soon could
change as the NCAA is fighting a similar case deciding if
colleges can directly pay athletes to attend their school or
program.

Other things prohibited include using NIL to re-
cruit and the implantation of the “transfer portal” in high
school.

“9.9.4.7 Student Transfers. A student-athlete who
transfers after starting a sport, shall be prohibited from
securing an NIL Agreement that season, unless he/she
meets one of the provisions outlined in Bylaw 9.3.2.2.”

Another thing it prohibits is NIL Collectives. A NIL
Collective is an independent organization that raises
money for the sole purpose of providing capital for a pro-
gram or school to entice players to join.

“9.9.4.2 NIL Collectives. NIL Collectives shall not
include team fundraising but does include and is not lim-
ited to, groups, organizations, or cooperative enterprises
that exist to collect funds from donors and businesses, to
help facilitate NIL deals for student-athletes, and/or cre-
ate ways for athletes to monetize from their NIL.”

Coach Scott Williams of the Apopka Blue Darter
basketball program gave me his take on NIL saying that
its a new frontier and there will always be things to be
excited and yet wary about.

“First, it’s obviously an uncharted area for all
schools, coaches, and programs, so there’s a great deal of
uncertainty. | am both concerned about its impact on high
school athletics but also excited about opportunities that
potentially would be available with a community as in-
credibly invested as the Apopka community is towards
high school.

I’m hopeful that as an athletic department, our school
will be very proactive in beginning, communication, and
coordination with business leaders throughout our com-
munity because I would certainly rather be ahead of this
than behind it.”

This may be a lot to read and more information than
you cared to know about FHSAA NIL, but I think it’s im-
portant to understand the entire thing before forming an
opinion. My contention is that FHSAA NIL seems con-
trolled, more so than NIL in the NCAA. I think it will
bring good and bad to high school sports, but if it is con-
trolled and monitored well, this could be a very positive
thing for athletes trying to create a brand around them-
selves before getting into college. A lot of athletes don’t
make it to the next level for a lot of reasons, some that
aren’t fair, but having the ability to even make a small
payout on something the school, the county, and the FH-
SAA are making huge profits on is not an evil thing in my
eyes.

for their group.

Another coach I spoke to was Brandon Love, a long-
time member of the Apopka Pop Warner program. Love
told me that each coach has their own style and focus on
what their kids and players will be focusing on with a lot
of it having to do with their players’ age, skill level, and
commitment to the game. Love said he’s lucky to have a
lot of returning players, so they not only have a good rela-
tionship, but they have that Darter mentality instilled into
them.

He has been around to see the growth of some of his
players who started in 6U (six and under) now playing in
9U with him. He says it’s been amazing to watch them
grow and develop and be able to keep pouring more into
them on and off the field.

“I am grateful for having a lot of returns for 9U specif-
ically, and you know this will be my fourth year coaching.
And so, I’ve been a part of the program for quite a while.
I’ve seen a lot of come and actual go, but my heart has al-
ways worked for these kids,” said Love.

For most of my time at the conditioning, I watched
the older kids (14 U) practice. Commissioner, and coach,
Bryant was one of the coaches in charge of the 14 U drills
and had his kids working on creating space and route run-
ning while getting reps to his quarterback. He had them
first work on getting past contact at the line or getting out
of a jam.

One of the major focuses was on convincing the kids
that doing too much or “dancing” at the line trying to get
your defender to bite is bad football. He wanted them to
focus on quick one-step movements to create space from
the defensive back and get open quickly, stressing that the
quarterback has an average of three to four seconds to get
rid of the ball. Wasting two of those three or four seconds
“dancing” at the line is hurting your chances of getting
the ball.

“Stop trying to be computers; This is football, not
a video game,” said Bryant when trying to convince his

players to keep it simple and quick.

One of the biggest things about youth sports is the dif-
ference between natural talent and work ethic. A lot of kids
come out and are gifted and automatically excel. This can
deter them from putting in work off the field, while some
who don’t have that same gift work harder than most to
improve their game.

Bryant told me that at this level the kids will get as
much out of it as they put in.

“Youth football is really about effort. What you put in
is what you’re going to get out of it.

Bryant also told me that finding out how much and
where to push a kid is important, because some kids have
different triggers, and some need different approaches to
improve than others. In a way, it’s all about finding the
right buttons to press at the right time to get the most out
of your players.

“We set a standard, we set an example, and I am not
going to ask a kid to do anything I wouldn’t do, so that’s
why you’ll see me out there running drills and showing my
age. But they have to see it. And the kid must know that
you are 100 percent invested in him - like how coach Love
is with his kids because that’s when they give you that ex-
tra work and that extra effort.”

But instilling the Apopka brand of work ethic into a
young athlete isn’t easy, and some may not even want it.
Bryant told me that not every kid out there has the same
focus or even the same aspirations.

“So you got a kid who is out here because his parents
are forcing him to be, versus the kid who’s getting ready to
play high school football.”

Some kids and parents are only out there for fun and
friends, and that’s ok. Not everyone wants to be an ath-
lete... some just want to play sports. But no matter what,
Apopka’s program is going to do everything it can to make
you grow in an encouraging and supportive environment.

“And of course, you’ll see it, when you run these
drills, when the going gets tough, when the conditioning
gets hard, when the drills get a little tedious, and you’re

tired, after you’ve been running for an hour and a half,
you’ll see there’s a little bit of a separation between the
kids that want to do this and the ones who don’t. And
what you want to do is try to pull in to each child based on
where they’re at. We want to meet them where they are so
that nobody gets discouraged. And so they’re also having
fun while they’re growing and getting better. So again, we
meet them at their level, and we build them from there.”

Another huge part of conditioning and this off-season
work is to break down the players and erase any bad habits
they have formed, as well as get them back into that game-
time mentality. With it being summer, Brant said a lot of
the kids are in that lazy vacation mode.

“In a month from now, you’re going to have anoth-
er kid that might be bigger than you, running full speed
straight at you, and they have been putting in work,” Bry-
ant said when talking about the need to always be working.

With youth sports, athleticism has a way of evolving
or exploding very fast. A kid can hit a growth spurt, or
get faster, or even just everything all of sudden clicks and
they are ten times the athlete they were just a few months
or weeks prior. Bryant told me in his 16 years of coach-
ing youth football that spike in athleticism usually hap-
pens around 10 to 12.

“I’ve been doing this for about 16 years and right
around 10 years old you’ll start to see it, but when they
get to 12, that’s when it really starts to show. That’s when
they are right on the cusp of what their potential could be.
I mean with some kids you see it at six or seven and you
just know they have it. For some, it’s natural and it just
clicks for them. And for some, it doesn’t click until they’re
13 and it’s the middle of the season and they finally fig-
ure it out.”

All in all, it was interesting to see the foundations of
Apopka football and meet those in charge of building and
fostering a sense of work ethic in our youth. The Apopka
Pop Warner program still has a few spots left, so if you are
looking for something to keep your son busy, reach out
soon before there are no spots left.
